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Ms. LeTourneau called the meeting to order at 2:35 pm with a welcome. 
Introductions:
Committee members and guests introduced themselves and gave a brief background on themselves and their association with the committee.
Role of the Technology Advisory Group:
Committee brainstormed and discussed the role of the Technology Advisory Group.  Discussion points included the district-wide “big picture,” balance on the committee, developing a district-wide technology plan, how technology can be used to better serve the students, “visionary” picture and valued choices, establishing voting/non-voting members, development of district guidelines for technology (minimum requirements and standards).  

Ms. LeTourneau started the discussion with the ITS philosophy on data and technology.  Mr. Hardash continued to further define the role of the committee as envisioned by the creators.  Ms. Halvorson contributed a hand out on “Technology Resources” as relating to an institution.  The committee used the session for brain storming and further defining what would occur in future meetings.  
Discussion Points:

· District-wide technology survey – current technology, what technology is being used, what technology is needed/wanted
· Role of technology in an emergency situation

· Technology associated with media in the classroom.  Is it necessary?  Is it being used?  The portable media cart deliveries can be used to analyze technology usage in the classrooms.

· Providing training for technology, how to use it and incorporate it into the classroom and lesson plans, making better use of current / available technology.

· Levels of need – different needs for different levels.  May require more than one standard.
· Web sharing – pictures/media database, files, asset management, Digital Access Media (DAM) project.

· Online Classes – Distance Ed Task Force, 100% online courses, hybrid courses, what are the capabilities / technology required to better serve the students.

· How to organize the work of the Committee?  Suggestions/discussions included mapping it out, outline, spreadsheet with Locations and their needed/plans.

· Sensitivity to student technology trends.  Even if the District can not afford the technology, awareness of the cutting edge is critical to better anticipating future technology needs and to better serve the student population.

· Teaching digital ethics – teaching students acceptable use.  Developing acceptable use policies.

· Staffed Media / Technology Center as a resource for educators for assistance in using and incorporating technology in the classroom.

· Laptops – Inventory of laptops issued, may be a taxable benefit in the future, are all of the laptops necessary?

· ITS – develop cell phone / PDA standards.  ITS supports all the technology, decisions need to be made and standards set as to what technology will be supported, and where the budget will come from.

· Research Component – Research should be done at the college level and recommendations made to the Committee to review for possible District standards.  Procedures should be developed and established for address and research the newest technology.

Action Items:  
· ITS (Sylvia, Curtis and Nicholas) to determine and provide the ITS District minimum standards for technology (e.g. computers, printers, etc.)
· Obtain and distribute the SAC and SCC Technology Plans to the Committee for review.
· Organize the information discussed into topical areas for the Committee to review.
